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RESULTS:

The following ingredients were identified in this dispenser:

n-butane
water
polyethylene glycol
formaldehyde
These are consistent with the manufacturers information. A green dye was present,

however we are not in a position to identify this component.

In addition the manufacturers information provided was reviewed. Nothing was

found to be inconsistent with the manufacturer’'s claims.

No tear-inducing ingredients commonly found in prohibited weapons could be

detected.
