Canadians should be informed on
what the Government does to protect national security, how the Government
shares national security information, and why such work is necessary.

Public Safety Canada recently surveyed 2,000 randomly selected Canadians
to better understand public awareness, knowledge and attitudes
surrounding transparency and information sharing for national security
purposes within the Government of Canada. The findings will help inform
the Government’s work to increase national security transparency and
reach Canadians with the information they need most.
